On 1 January, 2014 new Rules for Track and Search came into effect. There are two new titles: Track &
Search Dog Champion (TS Ch.), comprising Urban Track Test 7 (unknown person) and Urban Night Track
Test 8 (unknown person), and Track & Search Grand Champion (TS Grand Ch.) comprising Urban Track
Test 9 (unknown person) and Urban Night Track Test 10 (unknown person).

Out came my harness and we did some practice late December and early January. We successfully com-

pleted the first test towards the T.S Ch. Title at the Track & Search Test 7 trial conducted by the Hastings

& District Obedience Dog Club on 14 January 2014. We competed just after 7am and the temperature was

already in the high 20s. I wasndt fazed about pausing for
hour old track (already had had plenty of practice at that). We waited for joggers, cyclists and the odd dog or

two out for its morning stroll before continuing. Then a couple of practice night tracks and off to Cranbourne

on 29 January. We competed at 10.30pm. | got the whiff of a cat early on but decided to ignore it and went

on to find the Russian spy. | achieved my T.S.Ch. title, got a pig ear as a special treat while Julia had a

glass of champagne. We eventually got home very tired but extremely happy at 2.30am the next day.

Our next challenge is the Track and Search Grand Champion. In March and April the Doberman Club of
Victoria and the German Shepherd Club of Victoria held tests 9 and 10 which lead to this title. This is an
interesting challenge as the track layer starts off walking, is picked up in a car and driven for about 200 m
before completing the 1000 m track on foot. My result? Track & Search Test 9, Grading 0 Good at The Do-
berman Club of Victoria, Track and Search Trial held on 22 March 2014,
